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The King and His Kingdom

One of the greatest truths of the Bible is the Kingdom of God, which is the same as the Kingdom of Heaven. This
kingdom is different from every earthly kingdom in many ways, but especially in respect to its king. Earthly kings
must have physical offspring in order for their kingdoms to continue to succeeding generations. Our King, Jesus,
does not have physical offspring, but spiritual. You cannot get into this Kingdom by physical birth, but you can
enter by spiritual birth. In Isaiah 53:10, right after the amazing prophecy of Jesus’ bloody death, it is stated that
“He will see His seed.” Our King, Jesus, desires to have a Kingdom which is populated by His offspring in the
Spirit. These offspring of His are from every tribe and tongue. They are from every socio-economic group and
race. Every human being on earth could potentially enter the Kingdom of Heaven. This focus on human beings is
so important for understanding the present reality of the Kingdom of Heaven. When Jesus began His ministry, He
stated in Matthew 4:17 - “The Kingdom of Heaven is at hand!” People who heard Him say that were looking
around for Jesus’ chariots, soldiers, and palaces. He didn’t have any. He must have meant something different
in His statement - “The Kingdom of Heaven is at hand!” Both the Greek word in the NT and the Hebrew word that
we translate “kingdom” have a two-fold meaning. The first meaning is “reign.” This refers to the king’s authority
to rule, make decrees, etc. The second meaning is “realm.” This is the physical reality of the kingdom - palaces,
soldiers, weapons, etc. Jesus, our King, came to earth with the responsibility of splitting apart these two mean-
ings of the word kingdom. So Jesus walked about the earth in the full expression of the reign of God. Diseases
fell off of people. Demons fled because their kingdom was less powerful than that of Jesus. But Jesus refused
several times to set up His realm here on earth. That is because the realm aspect of the Kingdom is split apart
from the reign in this present age. In the power and glory of His Second Coming, these two will be joined to-
gether. In this present age, let’s keep our focus on the people, just like Jesus did throughout His ministry.
